Mayor Annie Gilland called the meeting to order at 7:00 pm.

On the Agenda, Mayor Gilland added a discussion about water rates to Item 8, Presentations,
with the intent of requesting a workshop.

] Pu:’blic Comment

Rocky Sherwood, 2622 Nina PI., Hubbard, OR, 97032. Rocky is the CEO of the Hubbard
Community Events. He talked to a few families about the upcoming circus in Gervais. Rocky
praised the community's leaders and added that he always felt welcome. Rocky was invited to
join the Parks & Recreation Committee on Tuesday at 6:30 p.m. by Mayor Gilland. They'd be
discussing the Fourth of July Parade and other events.

. Consent Calendar

Councilor Harvey wanted to know what "test ball plugs" were for, how frequently they were
bought, and whether they could be reused because he thought they were bought 3 times.
Robinson explained it was a gravity plug on the discharge line so nothing could flow into the




river. He explained the expense was $200 and the plugs could not be reused. City Manager
Marston explained the expense was shared in the Water, Sewer and General Fund. Harvey
asked what CIS Trust was. Marston explained it was the medical insurance paid by the City on
behalf of the employees. Harvey asked what multiple meters were. Robinson explained they
were PGE electrical meters. Harvey asked if the fund totals showed money that was spent

every month. Marston said yes. Harvey requested a treasury report of beginning and ending
balances of funds.

Mayor Gilland also wanted a treasury report to see beginning and ending balances and to learn
why they didn’t have money for certain things like lighting. Marston understood and explained
that sometimes it wasn’t that they didn’t have money, but that it wasn’t allocated for the
current year.

Councilor Bartch made a motion to approve the May 5, 2022 Consent Calendar as
presented, seconded by Councilor Harvey. Motion is unanimously carried and so moved.

Committee Reports

a. Ad Hoc — Skate Park . :

Laura Cliffton noted the committee bought shirts and wore them at the Gervais City Clean up.
They established a budget. Cliffton was confused at whether or not she needs to include park
lighting in her budget request to Susie. Marston explained it was being reported on the activity
tracker and it will be taken care of in the budget. Cliffton would talk to Micky for what she
needed for the circus. Michael Gregory gave her information on past 4" of July parades and
she will try to plan ahead accordingly. Cliffton mentioned a permit. Mayor Gilland asked Chase
if he had applied for the permit. Chief Chase explained that he, Chief Budge and Michael
Gregory had signed the fireworks permit, but in years past the Mayor would sign the permit
that went to county to close the streets. Mayor Gilland said if she wasn’t available, staff could
sign the permit.

8. Presentations

Mayor Gilland explained the language of the 2019 water resolutions and the CPI used was in
question and requested a workshop in June. Mayor Gilland was upset when reading an article
in the newspaper and suggested the council read the water master plans when discussing
affordable housing. Gilland shared her point of view in regards to water being at capacity and
future funding. Gilland stated it was a bigger question than “The City needing to look at
affordable housing.” The council decided on June 13, 2022 at 6:30 pm for the workshop.

9. Action Item
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a. Resolution 22-002, Adopting the 2021-22 Supplemental Budget to Make Appropriations in
the D.A.R.E Fund

Mayor Gilland asked for an explanation. Marston explained that when the 2021-22 budgets
were adopted last June, it did not include the $5,000 in revenue. Lt. Seibel at the time collected
registration fees for a DARE training. Anytime there are unforeseen changes in the budget,




you can put it back in your budget through the supplemental budget process. When you take in
revenue you have to appropriate it back out because the budget has to be balanced. Marston
explained $5,000 of revenue was taken in from fees from training and it was appropriated to
the supplies line item because of expenses related to the training.

Gilland asked if council was informed of training. Chief Chase explained the training was
planned after budget and the extra money made was placed into the DARE fund. Mayor Gilland
asked for the council to be notified of future trainings that cost money. Chief Chase reported
that they will be doing a DARE training in February and it will be in the 2022-23 budget. Gilland
stated she is a DARE supporter but wanted to be informed if they are going to cost the city
money. Chief Chase stated he thought it was mentioned but wasn’t sure and he would check
previous briefings to the council.

Harvey asked if they were appropriating $5,000 t4 the budget that wasn’t already in there.
Marston said yes and explained it was an adjustment to the budget that had already been
adopted. When there are changes to a budget that has already been adopted, the changes are
made through the supplemental budget process. Harvey asked if this was the balance that
would be in the DARE fund. Marston explained that this is what the revised budget would be
for the DARE fund. Marston explained the Supplemental Budget to the council. Harvey asked if
that was the total budget. Marston stated it wasn’t the total DARE fund budget, just the line
items. Harvey asked what the total DARE fund budget was. Marston didn’t have that
information in front of her. Harvey said maybe she could get that information to him
sometime.

Councilor Bartch made a motion to adopt Resolution 22-002, Adopting the 2021-22
Supplemental Budget to Make Appropriations in the D.A.R.E Fund, seconded by
Councilor Foreman. Motion is unanimously carried and so moved.

b. __S,.Resolution 22-003, A Resolution to Update City of Gervais Council Rules of Procedure

Councilor Bartch made a motion to adopt Resolution 22-003, A Resolution to Update City of
Gervais Council Rules of Procedure as presented, seconded by Councilor Harvey. Motion
is unanimously carried and so moved.

¢. Appoint Budget Committee Members

Mayor Gilland made a recommendation to appoint Laura Cliffton and Angelina Peters based on
their experience in auditing, budgets and numbers. She informed the council that Micky
Wagner stepped down from the 4* ofJuly committee and she was going to ask Mr. Fernandez
to run the 4° ofJuIy booth because he has amazing people skills.

Councilor Harvey made a motion to appoint Laura Cliffton and Angelina Peters as the new

budget committee members, seconded by Councilor Foreman. Motion is unanimously carried
and so moved.




10. Old Business
a. See activity tracker

Councilor Bartch noticed Chief Budge wasn’t here to provide his update and asked if there was
an update available. Marston reported to the council that he was planning on it, but
something must have come up. City Manager Marston informed the council the Woodburn Fire
Board approved a $3 million project budget. They are looking at putting a fire station on the
north edge of Gervais, potentially outside of city limits. He has some leads and is talking with
property owners about the possibility. Last Friday, Fire Chief Budge and City Manager Marston
met with Representative Theresa Alonzo Leon to discuss cost-share prospects with the state to

help fund the project. Marston agreed to help h|m |n that process for support as it will take a
few months to go through. %

Mayor Gilland asked if the shared use building was not going to come to fruition with the
money they gave. Marston confirmed thér"'{g was no money given and that the $50,000 was
initially earmarked. She stated the circumstances changed drastically and they would be going
in a different direction that didn’t include Gervais.

Mayor Gilland asked again if Gervais would be giving the fire station any money. Marston
said no.

Mayor Gilland said that Laura Cliffton has been asked for estimates on a skate park in different
locations. Wheri Cliffton calls for a (RFP’s) Request for Proposal, they ask for a base budget in
order to proceed. Mayor Gilland asked how much money was available for the park.

Gilland said she knew of a consensus or ear marking of the $71,000 to build a park on the same
side of town as lvy Woods. Gilland stated that skate parks fall under the description of
community park and wondered if they could legally use the $71,000 to fund the skate park.

Marston did not recommend using the $71,000 just for the skate park and noted the intent
was more for a neighborhood park for everyone to use and serve the subdivision that gave the
money. Marston would follow up on the requirements.

Gilland asked where they were with skate park money. Marston stated they had the
Community Prosperity money and that was the $15,000 that Marion County gave each city over
3 years for a total 45,000. It's been in the General Fund and she is going to transfer it to the
Park Fund in next year’s budget. Another $15,000 is coming in so that makes $60,000, and
anything the 3 on 3 basketball tournament brings in.

Gilland asked if SDC funds could be appropriated for parks. Marston replied they do have SDC
funds but a skate park is not identified in the park master plan. Gilland noted they could
amend it if they needed to.




Laura Cliffton asked about the park master plan and if she could have a copy.

Marston stated it was the methodology the council adopted in 2008 to develop the park SDC
funds. Mayor Gilland told Susie she needed $170,000 - $200,000 for the park and spoke about
ways to get the cost down.

Gilland asked what Marston could do as the City Manager to help them find the money.
Marston replied they could look at grants, and use the shared grant writer with the school
district. Marston explained that ultimately it would take some time and gave an example of the
9 years it took for Independence to build a skate park.

Backing up a few steps, Marston explained that the RFP was a City function, so if there was a
concept design and location for the skate park that was something the City would handle at the
staff level. Gilland replied that she was referring to kit that came with skate park plans and it
would eliminate the cost of an architect. _City Manager Marston asked that the information be
sent to her. Gilland noted if they go in this direction the City staff would be included, but she
needed to know what they were going to spend on it. Gilland asked the council what they were
going to spend on it.

Gilland stated that John Harvey mentioned loaning themselves the money. Harvey said if

there was money available in the General Fund they have loaned themselves money before but
he wasn’t sure they would be able to do that. Marston stated she needed the information so
we knew how much money we are aiming for. Harvey said he hoped everyone was in on this,
because he wanted to push the skate park ahead for the kids in town.

There was a discussion about the location of the skate park being potentially on the property
next to Public Works. Gilland stated that plan from skate park kit place would give Marston the
landscape and the details to write the grant. Gilland said the community could do the work and
it could end up costing very little, but they would need the budget line to approach them.
Marston asked for an explanation of what the kit was. Gilland and Cliffton explained showing
them the land, they do the design work, they find out materials needed, they contract the
workers needed, which is all included in the package. Gilland said they encourage community
help to cut cost. Marston asked them to please send her what they had so she could write up a
project description and costs in order to look for grants. Cliffton said she needed to give them
what she had in order to give Marston what she needed so she would give them what she had.
Gilland said that if they come out to look at the property City Manager Marston should be there
with the team.

Public Works Superintendent Robinson stated that they would be putting an above ground
swimming pool there. Gilland stated it wouldn’t be above ground. Robinson said it would
have to be for drainage. Robinson explained most skate parks are on sloping ground or
elevated because when half pipes go in there has to be a floor drain in the bottom of cement
pit to drain water off. Robinson stated they are going on a flat piece of ground where there is
reaIIy no way because the storm drain system is very shallow. All the sidewalls would need to




be elevated to get the pipes to work. Robinson gave examples of other skate parks built along
sloping hill sides and not nest to residential homes. There was further discussion on how and
where the skate park should be built. Robinson clarified that since the company won't talk to
her if she doesn’t have a budget, what he was trying to say was somebody would need to come
out here and learn what needs to be done with our plan or it will be reengineered to fit the site.
Marston asked for the name of the people. Cliffton stated there name was Dreamland. Cliffton
clarified they didn’t say they wouldn’t talk to her they just asked for information. So, she said if
she gave them $500,000, they would give her a kit for a $500,000 skate park. There was
discussion about the skate park, drainage and design of plan and location. Robinson brought up
the Police Department getting calls all night if the park is built in a residential area.

11. New Business - none

12. Staff Reports
a. City Manager

A written report was produced by City Manager Marston. Marston reported the circus tickets
are being sold at City Hall and can be purchased with cash only. The Circus will sell tickets at
the door but they cost more. Adult tickets are $12 pre-sell and $15 at the gate. Children
tickets are $7 pre-sell, and $8 at the gate. Marston noted on circus day greeters from the city
were needed and said it would be a good opportunity for the park committee to get involved.
Circus big top goes up at 9:30 am and they have a few activities before the first show starts.

Marston added that previously in the meeting, there was a discussion regarding growth and
master plans. I response to the newspaper article, City Planner Holly Byram contacted
Marston. She explained growth was inevitable to a community and we have an obligation to
plan for the growth. The plan is updated every 5 years, it is done in a span of 20 years and we
are built out. The UGB is filled up with exception of a couple of acres on the north side of
town Marston noted at some point needing to expand that and she explained the steps to
prepare for that. The first step was to update the housing needs analysis and the buildable
lands inventory which would tell us the housing need based on looking 20 years out. The
buildable lands inventory tells us what we are looking at now and what we would need in the
future. The other piece is an economic opportunities analysis. All those pieces are done
ahead of time. Marston stated she had not been involved in an urban growth expansion
process but she did know it wouldn’t happen overnight. Marston will be talking to Holly about
updating the three things mentioned. The cost is the City Planners time and there are grants
available to help with those costs. City Manager Marston informed the council this would be
something they needed to look at in the near future.

Mayor Gilland shared her view point and frustration about boundary growth. She stated they

should ask the community before we spend money to do the work and asked the council how
they felt.

Councilor Bartch stated she loved having a small city and explained that Woodburn’s
Urban Growth Boundary goes to Parr Road already. She explained that if Gervais doesn’t take




in that land, Woodburn will and they will butt right up against Gervais and we won’t have any
control over what is up against us. If we slowly start expanding we can control what goes in and
how quickly it gets developed, then Woodburn and other areas cannot take that land.

Gilland said if they are doing it then they are paying for the cost of the upgrades, Gervais
isn’t. Harvey agreed. Gilland says they can absorb the cost as they grow. Gervais doesn’t.

Gilland said she came here because it was affordable to live in Gervais and now it’s not going to
be.

Harvey said he is for keeping Gervais a small city and if they want to build right up against
Gervais’ border let them, and they can pay for it. They can also put in more sewer systems and
maybe Gervais can hook up to theirs.

Bartch said when they were talking about Amazon up to Parr Road up to the freeway corner,
that is deemed to be all industrial which means they will be building housing right on the other
side of that ,where if Gervais thinks about expanding a little, Gervais would have a little more
control of being surrounded. Bartch said someone is going to take the farmland and if we get
surrounded by Woodburn and the closer they get to 99, our small town no longer becomes a
small town. We just become Kéizer to Salem. Bartch stated the inevitable piece is if Gervais
doesn’t grow, they grow.

Gonzalez asked about his two lots that they wanted to build on and if it was an alley because
they want to move a manufactured home but they say the alley way is too small. They want to
use a partial of the farmland. Marston said they had spoken to her about it and asked
Councilor Gonzalez to come in and talk to her next time he is in.

b. Police Department — Chief Mark Chase

Chief Mark Chase mentioned having a lot of fun on career day. It was different this year with
smaller groups where each officer got to share the career path they took. Carlos shared going
to the marines, Officer Dryden shared going to Chemeketa law enforcement program, Chase
shared his and Lt. West shared his. DARE program is continuing at Sacred Heart. Officer Carlos
Camacho finished his training completely and is on solo patrol. Zane Rise started his shadow
phase of training today. They have some evening coverage and by summer time coverage will
look better. Chase mentioned he has a great staff and the officers are easy going and good
with kids. He is grateful for the staff he has. He is grateful for relationships with Public works
and City Hall and stated it’s enjoyable to work with a great team.

Chase shared about a significant increase in ordinance complaints. He explained they have
been controversial and they are moving forward from the City trying to get compliance in the
past. Hopefully they will be able to mediate a positive resolution.

Mayor Gilland said she hears a lot of it and ignores a lot of it because she has a 40 hour a week
job and she hands it over. If she is not saying something it’s because she thinks it’s being
handled. Harvey asked what the ordinance violations were. Chase responded that it is yard
parkmg, using home for business, storage, trailers, equxpment and ladders. Fence line on City




property. Chase states they deal with ordinances violations everyday but they try to be
reasonable in gaining compliance.

c. Public Works — Superintendent John Robinson

Superintendent John Robinson provided the council with his written report. The tree farm has
4 zones up and operational. Wettest April on record and 3 zones still have trees taken off and
log piles need taking out. They are on schedule.

City of Aumsville is sister City and they did an annual tree swap. They buy us a tree, we buy
them a tree. Kyle and Joe delivered it to the City of Aumsville and they brought their tree back.
They will be planting it in the EIm St Park where the tree was decimated in the ice storm. The
tree planted is a Flaming Maple.

4. Elect committee Chair and Vice-Chair

Committee member Connie Barrera nominated Committee Member Andrea Barrera for Chair.
Councilor Foreman nominated Committee Member Christopher Bartch for Chair.




Mayor Gilland took a vote for each nominee. Committee Member Christopher Bartch received
the most votes for Chair. Motion seconded by Councilor Bartch. Motion is unanimously
carried and so moved.

Mayor Gilland asked for nominations for Vice-Chair.

Mayor Gilland nominated Committee Member Laura Cliffton. Motion seconded by ??(Couldn’t
Hear). Motion is unanimously carried and so moved.

Budget Message
City Manager Susie Marston stated that this is a balanced budget; it's prepared in accordance
with Oregon Budget Law and Local Government Accounting Standards. This budget reflects the

proposed revenues and expenditures for 2021-22. Total budgeted amount for all the funds is
$8.2 million.

Marston explained that the budget is $2.6 million higher than last year’s budget and that is
because of the grant received from Marion County from the American Rescue Plan program.
Marston noted with the lvy Woods development, half of the new homes are on the tax role and
the new subdivision brought an increase of 14% in property tax revenue. The new subdivision
brings 60 new homes to Gervais, of which half are on this year’s tax role and we can expect the
same increase next year. Marston mentioned continuing to cost share with the school district to
provide an SSO officer. The School District’s portion of the cost share is $87,000 into the
General Fund to offset personnel costs. The COLA for this year is 7.4% which is consistent with
what other cities are using. Although it can be handled this year, Marston explained that it is not
sustainable for ongoing years and will have to be looked at again next year.

There was a discussion about COLA in private sector and what other cities were doing.

Marston stated the medical insurance benefit increases 4% on average which is lower than
previous years, which has been 5% and 7%. Things in progress to look forward to in the
proposed budget are the generator to power City Hall to keep Emergency Operations Center
open in the event of an emergency; new website with an approximate 1% year cost of $10,000,
money allocated towards a Skate Park, and the Veterans Wall. Marston included a cover page

for each fund that explains what the fund is for and significant things to look for in the expected
year.

Council President Wagner asked how much was budgeted for the Skate Park and Veterans Wall.
Marston said they would get to it later in the conversation, but the Skate Park has $57,000 and
the veterans wall has $7,500 allocated based on brick sales.

There was a discussion about the COLA increase, where thoughts and opinions were shared on
different methodologies. Marston shared with the group that consistent with past practice, she
uses the Consumer Price Index at February of the current year, and that percentage is 7.4% for
this year. Lastyear it was at 1.6%. There was opposition to using this method, and Marston
made a suggestion to the Budget Committee to approve the budget as-is (pending the complete
review) with the understanding that the Budget Committee is not approving the 7.4% COLA and
that there will be more discussion by the council to decide on the COLA.




Chair Bartch stated if this has been the standard practice for four years running, he didn’t
believe it was wrong for the council to discuss methodologies, but trying to attack the current
methodology being used is getting them off into some weeds. They are jumping on an issue
thatisn’t brand new or just changed this year. They are just seeing a bigger number because the
inflation rate for this past February was a huge jump from previous years. Right now they are
getting off into weeds that don’t pertain to the budget committee.

Review and discuss proposed budget for Fiscal Year 2021-22
Committee Chair Bartch provided an explanation stating there were a set of resources and
requirements for each fund and at the end they should balance.

General Fund
Committee Chair Bartch explained each of the resource line items in the General Fund.

There was a discussion about the property tax rate used. Harvey asked for that number.
There was a discussion about the amount budgeted in the Mayor and Council Department.
There was a discussion about land use fees & school excise tax.

Committee Chair explained the breakdown of requirements of the General Fund.

There was a discussion on PERS. It was explained that last year PERS was calculated at higher
rate than what it turned out to be, so the amounts budgeted were lower this year.

There was a discussion about Software Maintenance. It was explained that $10, 000 for the
website and the other $7,000 was fees re-allocated and tied to appropriate funds.

There was a discussion about the website and what the goals would be. It was explained that it
would be more user friendly, look more professional, more options, easier on the backside to
maintain and keep up to date. The specific costs would be brought back to the council.

There was a discussion about professional services. Marston explained that at a previous
council meeting, there was a discussion about growth and the first steps of expanding the Urban
Growth Boundary if the council chooses to do so. The estimated cost of working on the initial
steps is $25,000. If the council decides to move forward there are resources for grant funding.

There was a discussion about insurance and bonding. It was explained that is property/ liability
and workers compensation was allocated throughout multiple funds. It went up about 15% and
it was allocated throughout multiple funds.

There was a discussion about lease copier funds. It was explained that the previous City

Recorder found it would cost the city less to lease. Maintenance and toner were included in the
cost.

There was a discussion about overtime cost in the Police Department. It was explained that
each of the four officers would potentially use about $5,000 each in overtime.




There was a discussion about medical and dental benefits. The turnover with new officers and a
part-time administrative position, their different family situations make up the differences in
medical and dental insurance funds allocated throughout the budget.

There was a discussion about the increase in officers and lieutenant wages, merits and salary

schedule. It was explained that everyone is on a salary schedule except for the City Manager
position.

There was a discussion about the increase in Ordinance Enforcement Costs. It was explained
that there was an increase in ordinance issues that may require contracting out for services. If
there are no costs associated with abatement, the money would not be spent.

There was a discussion about fuel increases across multiple funds and the biggest increase was
in the Police Fund. It was explained that it was based on mileage rates and the yearly average of
10,000 miles at $4.50 a gallon, per officer, per year. It was explained that Chief and Lieutenant
take cars home for after hours on call so they may respond directly to the scene.

There was discussion of increase in Firearms/ weapons. It was a replacement of an AR rifle as
well as tasers. There will be a proposal of using some ARPA funds for public safety. If council
approves, these expenses would be reduced.

There was a discussion about AED devices in each police vehicle and one in the police
department and one at city hall. This explained the increase in Equipment/Furniture line item.

Replacing two dell computers and two GETACs in vehicles explains the increase in Electronic
Equipment. If council approved ARPA funds, that line item would not be used in General Fund.

Changes made:
a. Page7, General Fund Police: Correction to include the total for Capital Outlay, which
decreases the Ending Fund Balance shown on page 12 by $39,000.
b. Page9, General Fund Parks: Increase budget for Equipment by $10,000 and reduce
Operating Contingency on page 12 by $10,000.
c. Page 10, General Fund Municipal Court: Correction to include total for Materials &
Services, which decreases the Ending Fund balance shown on page 12 by $8,339.

There was a discussion about Equip/Furniture Acquisition in Streets. It was explained it would
be used for weed eaters, hedgers, lawn mower maintenance. The total amount is split between
other funds.

There was a discussion about Parks and the price of park lighting. The potential of ARPA funds
being used for good lighting. The $5,000 was allocated for the basketball hoop.

There was a verbal consensus to move 510,000 from Operating Contingency to increase Parks
Equipment budget by 510,000.




The Unappropriated Ending Fund Balance for the General Fund is $88,914.

There was a discussion about the Public Works Vehicle/Equipment Replacement Fund. It was
explained that $3,500 was transferred from the General Fund, Water Fund, and Sewer Fund to
share the cost of saving in the new fund.

State Tax Street Fund

The primary revenue in this fund comes from the gas tax apportionment. There are grant funds
in the amount of $383,000. There was a brief discussion about what potential projects that are
being considered. There are funds budgeted this year for sidewalk and street improvements.
There was a 15% contingency added to the projects.

There was a discussion about the interest being low. It was explained that was based on actual

amount received this year. Budgeted conservatively, if more interest is received then that's a
good thing.

Water Fund

There was a discussion about planned Expenditures of a Vac Trailer. The total of $50,000 split
between funds. The majority of revenue received for the Water Fund is from user fees. User
fees were increased to $377,150 due to increase in rates that were adopted by the council last
year. There was a question about using money to fund water department to fix pipes. It was
explained that the water infrastructure was in really good shape.

There was a discussion about Urban Growth, Wastewater and the upgrade of ponds. There was
an increase in chemicals because prices have increased.

There was a discussion about contingency and unappropriated funds. In accordance to Budget
Law, it was explained the expenditures on detail sheets are appropriations and unappropriated
expenses are the transfers, debt payments or anything that is not split up.

Wastewater Fund
The biggest news was the damage to tree farm and FEMA funding. Everything is on track with
FEMA funding. When work is finished the money will filter in. Significant planned expenditures
are forced main, transfer pump, and aeration improvements at $1.5 million. ARPA fund will take
care of most of what is identified in the Capital Improvement Plan. Plan to receive $97,500 in
FEMA funding. Loan repayment from Water is paid off in 2024-25. The reduction in bank
charges is due to less in credit card fees than what was anticipated.
Changes made:

a. Page 25, Wastewater Fund: Increase budget for Equipment by $50,000 and decrease

Ending Fund Balance by $ 50,000 on Page 26.

There was a consensus from the Budget Committee to increase budget for Equipment by $50,000 and
decrease Ending Fund Balance by S 50,000 on Page 26.

There was a discussion about the transfer to Debt Service Fund. It was explained that this
particular sewer debt was a 30 year loan the City took out and there is an agreement of

maintaining a certain ending fund balance. The $60,000 is transferred over every year from
wastewater fund to cover the payment.




Storm Drain Fund
There is $19,500 in Storm Drain Fund improvements for various projects.

Other Funds
Water Reserve Fund — This fund was established in 2015 to assist with capital water system

repairs. There are no planned expenditures for this year; however there is a budgeted amount
for any capital improvements.

D.A.R.E. Fund — This fund was created in 2019 to provide a D.A.R.E. program through the Police
Department. The money in this budget is from donations and registration fees. Expenses are in
support of the D.A.R.E. program and its needs.

Public Works Vehicle/Equipment Replacement Fund - This is a new fund staff is requesting to
create. The purpose of the fund is to set aside funds each year to replace equipment and to
save for a larger vehicle purchases. In this fund, there is a transfer of $3,500 from General Fund,
Water, and Sewer Fund. There was a discussion about increasing the fund balance in the future.

Police Vehicle Replacement Fund — This fund accounts for revenues and expenditures to replace
vehicle and equipment. There is a $15,000 transfer from the General Fund. No replacement
vehicle or equipment is planned this year.

Capital Reserve Fund —The money in this fund comes from the proceeds of the sale of the old
city hall building.

Park Fund —The purpose of this fund is for new park development. A significant amount of this
fund came within the payment in lieu of parkland from the lvy Woods Subdivision,
approximately $71,000. The City also received $45,000 from Marion County Prosperity
Initiative. There was a discussion about if the vy Woods money needed to be used to build
them a park. It was explained that the intent was to build something that served that area.
Committee Chair explained to the Mayor that it was his understanding was that it may nothea
legal requirement but more what was morally promised to Ivy Woods in lieu of. Committee
Member Connie Barrera wanted a park on her side of town because the kids have nothing on
that side of the tracks. There was more discussion about parks.

Bikepath Construction Fund — This fund was established in 1991. There was a discussion about
the possibility of getting rid of this fund and merging the funds towards another fund. It was
explained that a few years ago there was a discussion about a walking trail from Gervais to
Woodburn because a lot of people use the tracks, but there were concerns of safety and cost.
The Reserve fund’s review year is 2021-22. The council will review at a later date and consider
abolishing this fund.

A of July Fund =This fund had $3,150 transferred from General Fund. There was a discussion
about parade, entertainment and fireworks.

Special Events Fund — This event is mainly funded by the community yard sale. Mayor Gilland

said she would bring her ideas at a later time.




American Rescue Plan Fund - The expected amount to be received is $683,000. Staff

recommended using funds, for park lights, cameras, and majority of funds going to water,
sewer, and broadband Infrastructure.

City SDC Funds — The SDC fees are collected at the time of new construction. This fund factors in
the build out of upcoming vy Woods subdivision. These funds are divided out to other funds,
Water, Wastewater, Storm Drain, and Parks. There was $41,206 in Water, $63,569 in Sewer,
$18,557 in Storm Water, and $18,557 in Parks SDC’s. Most of Ivy Woods has been developed
and fewer houses will be built this fiscal year. There was a discussion about system expansion

and it was explained that could potentially mean upgrading pumps, although there are no plans
to do that at this time.

Debt Funds — Committee Chair Bartch explained these were the existing loans taken out from
the 80’s and 90’s. The Water loan is carried by USDA and the Wastewater loan is held by
Business Oregon.

There was a question about a fund to change the charter. City Manager Marston would look into
it.

7. Approve Budget

Committee Chair Bartch asked for a motion to approve the budget as presented with changes as
discussed within the committee.

Councilor Harvey made a motion to approve the 2022-23 budget with changes as discussed
within the committee, seconded by Mayor Gilland. Committee Member Christopher Bartch
called for an individual vote. Council vote: Pamela Foreman - Aye, Annie Gilland — Aye, Diana
Bartch — Aye, John Harvey — Aye, Laura Cliffton — Aye, Connie Barrera — A ye, Andrea Barrera -
Aye, Christopher Bartch — Aye. Motion is unanimously carried and so moved.

8. Adjourn
The Budget Committee Meeting adjourned at 9:17 PM.

REQUEST: Applicant has submitted a petition, along with all required signatures, to

vacate the 20-foot by 200-foot public alley within Block 68 of the Gervais
Plat, bound by Ivy Avenue, Hemlock Avenue, 7% Street, and 8% Street.
The applicant requests the public alley vacation in order to increase the
yards of the abutting houses.

PROCEDURE:

Procedures for the vacation of public rights-of-way (streets and alleys) are set forth in Oregon Revised
Statutes (ORS) 271.010 - 271.230. ORS 271.100 calls for the City Council to set a public hearing

date for a vacation once all required signatures are received in support of the petition, as detailed
in ORS 271.080, below:

ORS 271.080 Vacation in incorporated cities; petition; consent of property owners,

(1) Whenever any person interested in any real property in an incorporated city in this state desires
to vacate all or part of any street, avenue, boulevard, alley, plat, public square or other public place, such
person may file a petition therefor setting forth a description of the ground proposed to be vacated, the
purpose for which the ground is proposed to be used and the reason for such vacation.

(2) There shall be appended to such petition, as a part thereof and as a basis for granting the same,
the consent of the owners of all abutting property and of not less than two-thirds in area of the real property
affected thereby. The real property affected thereby shall be deemed to be the land lying o either side of
the street or portion thereof proposed to be vacated and extending laterally to the next street that serves as
a parallel street, but in any case not to exceed 200 feet, and the land for a like lateral distance on either
side of the street for 400 feet along its course beyond each terminus of the part proposed to be vacated.
The consent of the owners of the required amount of property shall be in writing.

STAFF RECOMMENDATION:

Staff has reviewed the signatures submitted in support of the alley vacation petition. The signatures
represent 100% of the abutting property owners, and more than two-thirds of the real property in the
affected area. Staff recommends the City Council schedule a public hearing for the vacation petition.

FEMA Funding and Tree Farm

Itis reasonable to anticipate reimbursement from FEMA for damage from the ice storm in
February, 2021 in the coming months. John, Kyle, Joe and I have all been working with our
assigned FEMA rep in moving through the arduous process of documenting the damage the
City sustained. This process began in June, 2021. Our case has been moved to Oregon
Emergency Management and has been obligated for funding. I anticipate getting

reimbursed at least $100,000. More than half of the damage to the tree farm was covered
by insurance.

Rural Transportation Equity Grant

Marion County is submitting an application on the City’s behalf to DLCD (Department of

Fund" into which all sums collected as budgeted for Charter amendment
purposes shall be deposited and kept as a fund to be used for legal and all

other expenses relating to the preparation and adoption of a new city Charter
for the city, as directed by the city council.

B.  The prior uses of the funds specified in subsection A of this section by the city
and its agents as city budget funds is ratified and confirmed.

The current charter was on the ballot in 2012 and voted in by the electors of Gervais
to take effect in 2013.
